Healthy Smiles, Healthy Children Future Dental Researcher Fellowship
***Please note that the first Dental Researcher Fellowship will begin JULY 1, 2011.

Overview

Healthy Smiles, Healthy Children’s grant and programmatic activities are intended to have a positive impact on the oral health of at least 5 million children over the next five years. 

In order to improve child oral health for years to come, HSHC will help develop the next generation of dental researchers, and invest in their careers, with the HSHC-AAPD Future Dental Researcher Fellowship. This Fellowship will support the careers of third-year investigators focusing their research on the study of dental care programs targeting underserved/limited access child populations.
The pilot initiative would provide one qualified investigator with up to $75,000 a year for three years. 

Use of Funds

The Fellow will receive financial support from HSHC and mentoring from his/her sponsoring institution. Ninety percent of the total grant amount is for the Fellow’s use in fulfillment of his/her research duties; the remaining 10 percent will help offset any administrative costs for the participating institution. 
Qualifications

Eligible Fellowship candidates will:
1. Be affiliated with an accredited U.S. school/college of dentistry (either in post doctoral studies or on faculty).

2. Have access to an established, funded dental researcher on site (on campus) to serve as his/her Mentor.

3. Demonstrate institutional commitment to independent research (i.e., space, start up funding, salary, etc.) with written confirmation provided by the Mentor, Dean or authorized administrator.
Requirements

In addition to requirements described in the application process below, selected Fellow(s) and/or the participating research institution must:
1. Provide annual written progress report (cosigned) and presentation to HSHC. Details for annual report, and limitations, to be determined.

2. Achieve satisfactory progress toward goals for continued funding (as determined by HSHC). 

3. Acknowledge HSHC as a research supporter in all grantee promotional vehicles and activities, and in the final published research report, within the grantee’s donor recognition guidelines. 
Limitations

HSHC will award one three-year Fellowship on a pilot basis beginning in 2011. Future Fellowships will be determined based on the success of the pilot and available funds. Fellowship(s) applications from qualified individuals may be denied due to funding limitations.  Once made, all Fellowship decisions are final. Denied Fellowship applicants are encouraged to resubmit in the future as long as they meet Fellowship eligibility requirements.

Applying 

Individuals interested in the Healthy Smiles, Healthy Children Future Dental Researcher Fellowship should submit a Letter of Intent by December 31(as indicated with the submission of a LOI on the Future Dental Researcher Fellowship Web page). HSHC will then request a full application from up to five interested fellows by January 31.
