Healthy Smiles, Healthy Children Oral Health Research Grants

Overview

Healthy Smiles, Healthy Children’s grant and programmatic activities are intended to have a positive impact on the oral health of at least 5 million children over the next five years.  Healthy Smiles, Healthy Children Oral Health Research Grants are key components of this overall goal.

HSHC Oral Health Research Grants are multi-year awards of up to $100,000 over three years that can be applied to research initiatives consistent with the American Academy of Pediatric Dentistry’s Research Agenda (included as an addendum to this guidelines document).

In the context of the AAPD Research Agenda, special consideration will be given to research projects designed to better understand caries and its impact on child oral health and/or to evaluate performance of dental care programs targeting underserved/limited access child populations. 

Research proposals for studies falling outside of the AAPD Research Agenda will not be considered.

Use of Funds

HSHC research funds may be utilized for larger scale projects involving multiple donors or smaller investigations where HSHC is the lead or lone supporter.

Oral Health Research Grants must be expended within three years of award.

Qualifications

Qualified applicants/organizations are limited to individuals affiliated with accredited U.S. schools/colleges of dentistry.

Requirements

To be considered for support, qualified applicants/organizations must:

1. Demonstrate how the proposed research topic fits with the AAPD Research Agenda.

2. Provide research benchmarks, key dates and anticipated outcomes.

3. For ongoing research initiatives, provide description/overview of project and findings to date.

4. Complete listing of all research participants, including CVs of lead investigator(s).

5. Provide overall research budget, including detail for how HSHC grant funds will be utilized and a listing of other funding sources (pervious and ongoing).

6. Acknowledge HSHC as a research supporter in all grantee promotional vehicles and activities, and in the final published research report, within the grantee’s donor recognition guidelines.

7. Submit an annual report describing actual expenses and activities/achievements according to service goals and measures identified in #2 above. Continued funding for ongoing projects will be contingent upon satisfactory, timely completion of annual reports.

Limitations

HSHC awards a limited number of Oral Health Research Grants, the amount of which is based on available funds. Grant requests made by qualified applicants may be denied due to funding limitations.  Once made, all grant decisions are final. Denied applicants are encouraged to resubmit in the future.
