Healthy Smiles, Healthy Children Oral Health Research Grants

Submitting a Proposal

All proposals submitted to HSHC must be prepared as outlined below. Proposals may be submitted any time, however, only qualified proposals received before December 31 will be considered for the following grant year. The grant year begins July 1 and ends June 30. Only electronic proposals, submitted via e-mail as PDF attachments, will be considered. Proposals should be sent to tschilligo@aapd.org.

With the exception of HSHC-provided forms and any sample collateral materials submitted by the applicant, all documents must be typed, single spaced, utilizing a 12-point font. Top, bottom and side margins for all application documents should not be less than .75 inches. Only PDF documents will be accepted.

Applicants that do not follow formatting directions may be disqualified from consideration. Materials not submitted in PDF format will not be accepted.

Proposal Components

Application Cover Sheet – This is a separate document available for download on the HSHC Oral Health Research Grants Web page
The completed form must be submitted as part of the application package as a PDF document.

Grant Application Abstract
A one-page summary of the purpose of the overall research project and how it fits within the AAPD Research Agenda. If applicable, be sure to emphasize if proposed study is designed to better understand caries and its impact on child oral health and/or evaluates performance of dental care programs targeting underserved/limited access child populations.   

Proposal Components
The elements below must follow the formatting instructions and not exceed eight (8) pages total. Proposal exceeding the eight-page limit will be disqualified from consideration.

Project Narrative

An overall description of the project, key components and objectives, and specific elements of AAPD Research Agenda to be addressed.

Specific Aims
A summary of the initiative’s overall objective(s) and the role played by components HSHC is being asked to support. (Requirements 1-3.)

Significance

A statement describing how HSHC’s support of this initiative or project component supports HSHC’s overall goal to have a positive impact on the oral health of 5 million children through 2012. (Requirements 1-3.)

Methodology
Describe the specific activities or elements to be supported by HSHC and how HSHC’s support will fully fund activities or elements or be used in a matching or challenge grant capacity. (Requirements 3 & 4.)

Budget

Provide a specific line item budget for the requested amount that includes a brief narrative of each expense. For ongoing expenses, identify how any costs will be supported after the HSHC grant period. (Requirement 5.) 

Acknowledgment and Reporting 

A statement indicating agreement to acknowledge HSHC support and to submit annual progress reports, and final report, by the required deadlines. (Requirements 6 & 7.)

Appendices

Required and optional attachments should include:

· Financial documentation described in Requirement #5 – required 

· Board of Directors list for lead university or institution – required   

· For ongoing projects, most recent progress reports and findings – required
· Lead Investigator(s) CV(s) – required
· Listing of other investigator, areas of specialty and affiliations – optional
