Policy and Procedure Committee 
Two additional proposals were held over until the General Assembly: 

• Section 8.N – To update the section on the Nominations Committee to provide for the combination of 
districts 1 and 2 (rotation of terms; chair becomes a non-voting member).  
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• Section O (Councils/Committees) – to reference five rather than six districts wherever mentioned, and to 
note that the chair is an appointment based on special knowledge and expertise, rather than district 
membership.

• Request from the Alliance for Radiation Safety in Pediatric Imaging that AAPD join the Image Gently 
campaign. 

• Promotes responsible use of radiology
