Informational ltems and Discussion Points

International Evidence Based Guidelines

Informational
¢ Effort by Cochrane Group to develop methodologies for what would be needed for an evidence-based
guideline to be internationally accepted.
¢ At some point, this group will come together to have a meeting, and AAPD should send a representative.

Survey Review Service

Informational
¢ Membership complaint: too many surveys, especially from residents for their research project.
e Surveys are not always well designed.
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e A survey review service, in principle, would (for a fee) review any survey that wanted to use the
Academy’s mailing list. For an additional fee, the service would edit the surveys and make them usable.

¢ Badly designed surveys hurt the Academy—they make it hard to get a meaningful response rate.

e The research project is a CODA requirement, which many program directors believe is no longer relevant.
There are much more effective ways to teach residents how to evaluate evidence than by completing a
research project.

¢ Discuss with Council on Post-Doctoral Education and Cathy Flaitz (our representative on the
Commission) if it would be possible to get program directors or CODA to accept other types of research.
